	Eric Carle is a children’s book author and illustrator. Born in Syracuse, New York in 1929 to German emigrants Johanna and Erich Carle, Eric moved to Germany with his parents when he was six years old; he was educated there, and graduated from a prestigious art school. He worked first for an advertising agency as an art director, and later started his children’s book illustrator career in the collaboration with Bill Martin, Jr. for the book Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What Do You See?
The themes of his stories are usually drawn from his knowledge and love of nature— an interest shared among most small children. Carle attempts to make his books not only entertaining, but also to offer his readers the opportunity to learn something about the world around them. When writing, Carle attempts to recognize children's feelings, inquisitiveness and creativity, as well as stimulate their intellectual growth; it is for these reasons (in addition to his unique artwork) that many people feel his books have been such a success. . . .
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
