· A tie was given for the senior high school category because we thought that group #1 did a good job, but lacked some creativity; they were well organized but didn’t tell a clear story. Group #2 on the other hand told a story clearly, but they didn’t illustrate great teamwork. Overall both teams had strengths and weakness and we couldn’t choose between tem, so a tie was given. Group 3 and Group 4 did well, but they didn’t seem like reader theater; rather they seemed like a drama.

· Short “i” sound was mispronounced often.

· Don’t say “Thank you for your listening.”
