i. Some of the students can not use “alike” to make the sentence.
ii. Some students have no idea about words like “society”, “talkative.”

iii. In “Sentence Rewrite” part, we might teach the students more synonyms to replace words with the same meaning. For example, “We are shocked”, we may use “stunned”, “surprised”…

ii. Spelling problems are common to see. For example, more “than”, students write “then”; “crazy” => “craze”; “weather”=> “wether”; “terrific” => “terrfic”. 
It is nice to challenge for different words, but make sure you know the spelling.
iii. Tense consistency might be a problem. Be sure you use the same tense at your paragraph when describing the story.

2. Flashlight/Spotlight/headlight are very different… car = headlight
3. Don’t use “she had ever…” You should use “She once…”

4. Homesick: “feel homesick” or “felt home sick”, not “have homesick”.
