Guidelines for Submission to the

“Austronesian International Arts Award 2012”
I. Purpose
Taitung County Government has been dedicated to the artistic interactions and dialogues among Taiwan’s diverse ethnic groups for years. In order to enhance creation vitality and enrich local artistic style, the government began to host the “Austronesian Cultural Festival” in the beginning of this century. The festival is aimed to integrate artistic individuals as well as groups from neighboring countries in the Pacific Ocean, invite them to interact and perform with Taiwan’s indigenous artists, and thus present special vitality and cohesion. To strengthen the above-mentioned concept, the Taitung County Government Bureau of Cultural Affairs launched the first-time “Austronesian International Arts Award” in 2011 and is going to host it again this year. The event is expected to bring artists from different places together, creating artwork and enriching cultural vitality through good policies and strategies that conform to the spirit of artistic creation.

III. Eligibility
The competition is open to all artists all over the world regardless of ethnicity or nationality.
IV. Spirit of Creation
The word “Austronesian” comes from an anthropological term “Austronesian language family.” After being used for many years by academic communities, it now refers to ethnic groups living on islands in the South Pacific Ocean and Indian Ocean. Such ethnic groups are widely distributed, covering Taiwan to the north, Easter Island to the east, Madagascar to the west and New Zealand to the south. The family has a large number of Austronesia languages and ethnic origins with pure and clean scenery containing multi-cultures in their inhabited areas. Many literary reviews have proved that Taiwan is the homeland of the “Austronesian language family.” Thus, the “Austronesian” cultural style can be felt from the lives of Taiwan’s indigenous peoples.
This year, no specific theme is set for the arts award. Entrants only need to transform “Austronesian” from anthropologic meaning to aesthetic description, guiding or implying the direction of artistic creation.
The Austronesian aesthetic meaning is far from the world’s mainstream art. Artistic styles of excessive knowledge, globalization and lack of originality are not encouraged. We hope that the artists can go back to the original world, return to the context where art is just taking place, and put themselves in the process where the land (natural materials) and the world (meaning) intertwine. It is at this time that the visions are fresh, the materials are nature, the emotions are direct, and the creations are passionate. We call for this type of artists as well as their artwork.
Artistic creation is free while aesthetic guidance is not. It is understandable that absolute freedom results in relative nothingness. A guided starting point will help explore the quest of meanings. Therefore, we strongly recommend that artists can visit Taitung in person, for it is the morning of the world, the land of the sunrise and the purest place in Taiwan. Living here for a while, visiting tribes, and experiencing indigenous peoples’ culture and life will greatly help artistic creation.
V. Category
1. Graphical, three-dimensional or device-attached works made of single or mixed media.
2. Size:
(1) Graphical work: Length and width shall not exceed 200cm. Joint, combined or series works are regarded as one piece after assembled, and its total length and width shall conform to the above specifications.
(2) Three-dimensional and device-attached work: Each work’s length and width shall not exceed 150cm, with its height not over 200cm and its weight not over 200kg. Combined works are regarded as one piece after assembled, and its total length, width, height and weight shall also conform to the above specifications.

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(3) The entrants must prepare necessary equipment by themselves if their works have audio-visual or interactive effects.
3. Restriction:
(1) Each entrant is allowed to submit one piece of entry work only. The submitted work must not counterfeit or infringe other people’s intellectual property rights. And it must be personally created by the entrant within the past two years, and had never been selected or awarded in local or foreign open competitions.
(2) All of the entry works will be exhibited indoors. Thus, the consideration for moving and display security must be based on the principle of not damaging hardware structure of the exhibition hall.
(3) The entry work will not be reviewed if not conforming to the regulations in the Guidelines.

2. The selection process includes two stages: preliminary selection (review of the written documents) and final selection (on-site review of the works).
3. Selection panel: The members of the preparatory committee consist of the selection panel that is responsible for the preliminary and final selection. If there is any committee member unable to attend the panel meeting, the organizer would appoint another scholar or expert to fill in the vacancy.
VII. Entry Method
“First Stage: Preliminary Selection”
1. Review of the written documents and CD-ROMs about the entry work.
2. Submission deadline: July 2 (Mon.) -- 16 (Mon.), 2012 (Postmarked)
3. Submission way: All of the written documents and CD-ROMs are required to be sent via registered mail or be delivered in person to the Visual Arts Division of Taitung County Government Bureau of Cultural Affairs (No. 350, Zhejiang Rd., Taitung City, Taitung County 950, Taiwan). Please state on the envelope “Preliminary Selection for the Austronesian International Arts Award 2012.”
4. Materials required:
(1) Document: Single-sided A4 copies of Form 1-1, Form 1-2, Form 1-3; one standard 5x7-inch photo showing the complete entry work; and the entrant’s signature.
(2) CD-ROM: Label on the surface of CD-ROM the creator’s name and work title, and save the following files in it.
1) Files of Form 1-1, Form 1-2 and Form 1-3 in word format.
2) One digital photo of the creator (6x6cm/350dpi/jpg) with the creator’s name as its file name.
3) Digital files of the reference works: three photos of the works made by the creator within two years (350dpi/jpg), with the file names sequentially named “Reference Work 1,” “Reference Work 2” and “Reference Work 3.”

5. Format of digital file:
(1) Each of the static photos must be saved in jpg format at 350dpi resolution. As the preliminary selection process depends on the photos only, please provide clear and well-taken ones.
(2) Dynamic audio-visual works must be made in mpg, avi or wmv format. Please assure that they can be properly played on a PC platform.
(3) Sound and music works must be made in CD standard format 16bit/44.1kHz stereo and in wav or aif format. Please assure that they can be properly played on a PC platform. Incomplete information will not be accepted. All of the documents and photos will NOT be returned after being reviewed. Please keep your own copy before submission.
6. The list of finalists will be posted on the website of Taitung County Government Bureau of Cultural Affairs in early August. Meanwhile, the finalists will be notified by the organizer to submit their original entry works for the final selection. The rest of the entrants will not be notified.
“Second Stage: Final Selection”
1. After receiving the notice, the finalists must deliver the original works to the Taitung Art Museum at their own expense within the specified time. And they must be also responsible for completing the installment on their own or assign a delegate to do so. (All of the required materials and equipment must be prepared by the finalists. The organizer is in charge of exhibition presentation and spatial allocation.) Incomplete or overdue cases are regarded as waivers. This rule is applied to all participants from foreign countries and China.
2. When an entry work is submitted for the final selection, the organizer would give a receipt. The receipt is required when retrieving the work.
3. Please put the work in a firm packing box or wooden box, and enhance the protective measures of the work itself. The three-dimensional or installation work must be placed in a firm wooden box, with screws to seal the opening side. (Do not use nails to seal.) Attach “Form 2-1” at a prominent place in the front of the packing box and “Form 2-2” on the back of the original work. If packaging is not complete, the creator is liable for any damage caused during the moving process.
4. If a work is recognized by the organizer as having a poor structure and being hard to move, easily broken, degenerative or fallen off, its creator must sign the recognizance. The organizer reserves the right not to accept the work. If the work is damaged due to the above reasons and is unable to be reviewed or exhibited, the organizer is not liable for compensation.

1. Taxes will be deducted from the above prize money based on Taiwan’s income tax law.
2. Depending on the standard of entry works, the above awards may remain vacant according to the resolution of the selection panel.
IX. Work Collection
The four works of “Austronesian Arts Award,” “Silver Award” and “Special Award” shall be reserved and collected by the organizer. The prize money includes the collection fee. The award-winners shall agree to sign collection-related documents, transferring the ownership and property right of their works to the Taitung County Government.
X. Exhibition and Awarding Ceremony
1. The awarding and opening ceremony will be held at the Taitung Art Museum in early September.
2. In addition to be exhibited at the Taitung Art Museum, all of the entry works will be displayed at the Road Exhibition and later be returned after the show.

3. The organizer is responsible for presenting the exhibition. During the period of submission and exhibition, all of the works are forbidden to be lent or replaced. The organizer reserves the right to adjust exhibition preparation after judging on-site conditions. As for the breakable works or those with security concern, the organizer can decide not to display or ask the creators to personally assist exhibition preparation on the scene.
XI. Security and Insurance
1. Each piece of the entry works for the final selection is NT$30,000 insured. The insurance period begins from the time when the work is sent to the exhibition location, installed completely and checked by the organizer. It ends when the return procedures are finished within the specified time. The relevant claim liabilities are based on the terms contained in the insurance policy. The entrants can decide whether to insure the process of submission and return.
2. During the above insurance period, the organizer takes the responsibility of safekeeping. But if the material of a work is so fragile that it is damaged when being moved or due to other irresistible factors, the organizer will NOT be liable for compensation.
XII. Return Procedure
1. As the Road Exhibition of awarded works is coming to an end, the organizer will send a letter of notice to all creators that they, in the specified time and place, must proceed the return procedures and retrieve their works personally or they can assign a delegate to do so. This rule is applied to all creators from foreign countries and China. If a creator would like to assign an international transport company to handle overseas return procedures, he/she has to deal with all details and afford the freight by himself/herself after consulting the organizer.
2. The return time will be posted on the website of Taitung County Government Bureau of Cultural Affairs, and a letter of notice will also be sent. As for the works not taken back before the return time, the organizer is NOT liable for safekeeping or compensation if any damage occurs, and will dispose them directly. The creators shall not raise any objection.
3. The receipt is required when retrieving the work. In case of losing the receipt, please show your identification for verification. If a delegate is assigned to retrieve the work, he/she should carry the receipt, the creator’s identification and authority letter, and his/her own identification for verification.

XIV. Others
1. All of the entrants are deemed to consent to comply with the regulations contained in the Guidelines. All of the entry forms are regarded as part of the Guidelines.
2. The creators shall not raise any objection to the review process, the way of exhibiting the works and the editing of the collection album.
3. For the purpose of promotion, education and research, the organizer reserves the right to photograph, exhibit, edit, publish, print, promote, propagate, digitalize and post on the website all of the entry works, without limits of place, time, media, format, number of times, content and method.
4. If the following incidents are reported and investigated as true, the responsible creators must undertake legal liability, and the organizer can disqualify and retrieve the given awards, prizes and certificates. The responsible creators are forbidden to participate in this competition for three years.
(1) Works that plagiarize others or under false names.
(2) Works that violate the law of copyright or other relevant regulations.
(3) Works that have been selected or awarded in any public competition domestically or internationally.
(4) Entrants unwilling to accept the work exhibited by the organizer or transfer the ownership of the work to the organizer.
(5) Other severe violations judged by the preparatory committee.
5. The organizer reserves the right to amend and supplement the Guidelines if necessary. Any amendment will be posted on the website of Taitung County Government Bureau of Cultural Affairs.
